Course Outline 





Pre-Diploma English 10 is intended to prepare students for the rigorous International Baccalaureate (IB) Language A1 Higher Level course which students may elect to take in their final two years of high school.  Students will be provided with an enriched reading list and opportunities for both analytical and critical thinking during the detailed study of these works.  Students will be introduced to all of the major literary elements through the four main genres: prose fiction, prose non-fiction, poetry and drama.  
Pre-Diploma English 10 aims to:

· Develop the student’s power of expression, both in oral and written communication, and provide the opportunity to practice and develop the skills involved in writing and speaking in a variety of styles and situations;
· Develop the ability to express ideas with clarity, coherence, conciseness, precision and fluency in both written and oral communication;
· Develop a command of the language appropriate for the study of literature and a discriminating appreciation of the need for an effective choice of register and style in both written and oral communication;
· Develop the ability to structure ideas and arguments, both orally and in writing, in a logical, sustained and persuasive way, and to support them with precise and relevant examples.
Considerable time will be devoted to the introduction of formal essay writing, especially as it pertains to the critical and comparative analysis of literature.  
Section One: Short Fiction (Five weeks)
Students will explore the technical challenges of the short story, including the literary elements.  Analysis, detailed study, author technique and critical thinking skills will be the main focus.  

Text:  Discovering Literature  
Major assessments:  Two 1250 word papers: one critical and one comparative
Term value of this assessment:  25%

Due date:  September 26th (critical essay) and October 13th (comparative essay)

 

Section Two: Poetry (Five weeks)

Text: Discovering Literature   

Students will read, analyze, and study works written by major poets across different time periods and geographical regions.  The major focus will be on literary devices, poetic technique and acquiring detailed study methods.   

Major assessment: 8-minute individual oral commentary.

Presentations begin: First week of November
Term value of this assessment: 15%

 

Section Three: The Novel (Five weeks)

Text:    Brave New World by Aldous Huxley  
Working with the novel, students will analyze characters, novel elements, literary devices and author technique.  

Major assessment: Individual written commentary (in-class) based upon an extract from the novel(s) studied this year.  

Assessment date: Third week of December
Term value of this assessment: 15%

 

Section Four: Drama/Shakespeare (Three weeks)
Students will be engaged in a detailed study and appreciation of Shakespeare through the study of one of his plays.

Works:  Hamlet 
Major assessment:  Written test

Assessment date:  January 

Term value of this assessment: 15%
